Program levels and Descriptions

Varsity

These student-athletes are those participants who have achieved and demonstrated the most softball skills necessary to participate at this level. These student-athletes will compete against schools of similar size and athletic development.  The Varsity Softball program at Horizon High School fields the best team possible with the intent to win and continue development of skills required to excel as both an individual and as a member of a team.

Junior Varsity

These student-athletes are those participants that are working to posses the necessary skill to compete at the Varsity level.   J.V. Student-athletes will compete against schools with similar athletic ability.  The main objective of the J.V. program is to provide student-athletes with the necessary skills and experiences to move onto the next level.  Some J.V. student-athletes may be asked to compete at the varsity level in the event of an injury to a varsity player or because their efforts and development have earned them the right to do so.  It is up to the discretion of the varsity coaches when and if that athlete has achieved the necessary skills and experiences to make that move.

Freshman

This level is designed to give more playing opportunities at the freshman level in order to develop the overall softball program.  Only freshman are allowed to compete at this level.  Freshman may also participate on the J.V. or varsity level teams if the coach believes she is skilled enough to do so, and can compete safely.
